Smoking ban

From 1 July, smoking will be outlawed in virtually all
enclosed public spaces and workplaces in England.
Failure to display no-smoking signs could result in a
fixed penalty notice of £200. Managers of smokefree
premises and vehicles will have legal responsibilities to
prevent people from smoking, with a fine of up to
£2,500 for failure to do so. Guides for organisations, as
well as signs (which premises will be required to
display), can be found at
www.smokefreenengland.co.uk.

Charities Act 2006 — public benefit test

The Charities Act 2006 requires charities to
demonstrate that they provide a ‘public benefit’ and
charges the Charity Commission with assessing this.
The Commission is now consulting on the principles of
‘public benefit’. The outcome of this consultation could
affect the future status of any CCPR members which
are, or are considering becoming, charities, or which
have charities within their own membership. Any
charities are urged to respond.

Child Entertainment Licences

In recent months a number of CCPR member
organisations have been requested by their local
authority to obtain a Child Entertainment Licence for
children competing within their sports. The basis for
these requests is the Children and Young Persons Act
1967, and most relate to sports events with a paying
audience. CCPR is concerned that authorities are
misinterpreting this legislation and placing unnecessary
burdens on sports clubs.

Integrity in sports betting

The Gambling Commission has published an ‘Integrity
in Sports Betting’ issues paper. The paper follows the
consultation earlier this year which focused on
information-sharing between the relevant sports
governing bodies and the betting sector. However, the
issues paper covers a wide range of issues of interest
to CCPR and its members, including a sports betting
audit and risk-assessment and the education of
consumers and participants about sports betting
integrity.

Community amateur sports clubs

Figures provided by Deloitte show there are now 4,306
clubs registered as CASCs with an estimated total cash
benefit of at least £19 million in rate relief, corporation
tax savings and Gift Aid repayments. As noted in last
month’s update DCMS has produced a new leaflet and
has asked NGBs to circulate it to their clubs and
members. CCPR is very pleased by the level of interest
so far in the document — nearly 16,000 have been
distributed in under four months.

Taking Part Survey
On 10 May, the Department for Culture, Media and
Sport published the first annual report of ‘Taking Part’,
a continuous survey examining the extent and nature of
engagement in culture, leisure and sport. This will set a
baseline enabling DCMS to measure progress against
its target to increase the take-up of cultural and
sporting opportunities by people aged 16 and above
from priority groups by 2008. Sixty nine per cent of all
adults had participated in active sport in the previous
12 months, the most popular activities being swimming
or diving (indoors), followed by health, fithess, gym or
conditioning activities. Of those who had not
participated in an active sport during the past 12
months, ‘health isn’t good enough’ was the main
reason given for non-participation. To access all
sections of the report, click here:

‘Youth work’ project invitation
Funding has become available via the “Youth in Action’
programme (4.4) for projects that promote innovation
and quality non-formal education amongst young
people and in youth work. Alongside the general
priorities of promoting the involvement of young people,
cultural diversity, European citizenship and social
integration, and equal opportunities, projects should
also aim to improve the integration of disadvantaged
young people living in the periphery of European cities.
Organisations from at least four different countries must
participate in the projects and the headquarters of at
least one organisation must be in an EU Member State.
The maximum amount available for a project is
100,000 per year to a total maximum of 200,000.
Project activities must begin between 1 December
2007 and 31 January 2008 and last between 12 and 24
months.

Bowls Club claims Squatters Rights

Members of a village bowls club are claiming squatters’
rights in an attempt to stop developers building homes
on their green. Members have played for 23 years on
the green, which is part of the Garden House pub in
Hales, Norfolk. Last November they were barred when
the pub and its land were sold to a property developer
and the green was fenced off. The two dozen players,
half of whom are pensioners, have applied to the Land
Registry for rights of adverse possession, or squatters’
rights. The move is being opposed by the pub’s
owners, who want to build four bungalows.

FA Chairman

Sir Richard Evans, the former chairman and chief
executive of British Aerospace, has emerged as an
early frontrunner to become the first independent
chairman of the Football Association if the long-awaited
Burns structural review scrapes through in a crucial
meeting next week. Evans, a keen golfer and rugby
enthusiast but with no apparent connections to football,
is understood to have been informally sounded out
about the position in the last few days and is believed
to be interested in taking on the role. The 65-year-old
businessman, was chief executive of BAe between
1990 and 1998 before becoming chairman for a further
six years

Children’s exercise

Children living in inner-city areas are not getting
enough exercise, the British Heart Foundation says. A
study funded by the charity found more than half of
schoolchildren asked watched TV or played computer
games for more than four hours every day. Less than
half said they exercised at break or walked to school,
with south Asian pupils less likely to do so.
Researchers spoke to 3,500 pupils from white and
south Asian backgrounds at five secondary schools in
Leicester. The foundation's study said the level of
inactivity was found to be worse among girls, with only
12% saying they did any kind of physical activity at
break time.

Mixed Football

She's a tough tackler and a natural winner, as the boys
on her team would tell you. Now Minnie Crutwell has
secured a famous victory - against the might of the
Football Association. The 11-year-old has forced the
FA to reconsider its age-limit for mixed-sex teams, after
recruiting Government ministers to her cause. Minnie
will now be allowed to stay with her team beyond her
next birthday, instead of being forced to join a girls-only
side. There will be a one-year pilot to see how older
mixed sides work before the FA decides on a long-term

policy.

Changes to charity law

The Charities Act 2006 makes the advancement of
amateur sport a charitable purpose in its own right. In
order to be a charity under the new law an organisation
must be established for charitable purposes only and
be established for the public benefit. The fact that
amateur sport will be charitable (with effect from early
2008) has significant implications for the sports sector.
Amateur sport will no longer be a means to a different
charitable end (e.g. education of young people or relief
of disability or old age or provision of recreational
facilities) but instead its own purpose. This means that:
established sports charities may be able to extend their
remit (if their objects allow pursuit of other charitable
activities); not-for-profit organisations which already
advance amateur sport (but were previously not
charities) may now be charities and obliged to register
with the Charity Commission; and, funders of charities
may be able to fund activities which fall within the new
purpose whether or not the organisation undertaking
the activity is a charity (so a national governing body
may be able to seek funds for grassroots activities from
grant making charities). Farrer & Co have produced a
briefing paper on the new law, which can be found at:

Company disclosure regulations for websites
and email

Under new regulations that came into force on 1
January 2007, all companies must include on their
websites, order forms and any electronic
communications: full corporate name; place of
registration; registered number; and registered office
address. Failing to do so may risk a fine.

Equality Bill

Changes to rules affecting private clubs and
associations would mean those with mixed
membership could no longer treat women differently.
Some golf clubs give female members limited access to
club facilities or bar them from the running of the club.
The Carlton Club, the Conservative party's gentleman's
club of choice, rejected a move last month to elevate
women from "half member" status to full membership. A
source at the Department of Communities and Local
Government, which is publishing today's green paper,
said: "We firmly believe that people being treated as
second class citizens when a club is open to all is
simply not on." However, in a move that will spare
gentlemen's clubs without female members and the few
remaining all-male working men's clubs, the
government will also make clear it will not prevent the
setting up of private clubs aimed solely at one gender
or group.

Sport England chairman

After seven months in the £32,000-a-year part-time
post, Derek Mapp, Chairman of Sport England, has
changed the direction of the Government-funded
guango and had a furious spat with his Whitehall
bosses over cuts in Lottery funding. "Whatever people

might think, I'm not a caged pigeon of this Government
or anyone else. I'm apolitical. There seems to be too
much politics coming into sport and | am determined
not to allow it to happen while I'm in this job. We are a
guango, but most of our money comes from the Lottery
and we have Lottery rules about what we should do
with it," says the 56-year-old Mapp. “Our Exchequer
funding - 35 to 40 per cent - comes ring-fenced by what
the Chancellor wants, so because of this Government
funding we are required to deliver an agenda that has
been written by politicians. My job is to deliver this in
the most effective way, but if any interference becomes
blatantly political we will fight, | promise you.” Ex-
publican Mapp built the pub group Tom Cobleigh "in
anger" after being made redundant from Mansfield
Brewery, and later ran a chain of children's nurseries
while becoming the chairman of the East Midlands
Development Authority. This grammar school boy and
rugby league man from Warrington who also played
football has had a lifelong interest in sport.

Pleasure boat sailors face drink-drive laws
Boating enthusiasts are to face a "drink-drive" alcohol
limit for the first time. Under the new rules, those
navigating yachts, speedboats, cruisers and canal
boats in inland waters and within territorial waters at
sea while over the limit could be prosecuted in the
same way as motorists. Drunken sailors face a
maximum fine of £5,000 or two years in prison if
convicted. The measure could affect tens of thousands
of enthusiasts who take to the water at weekends.
